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MASTER AGREEMENT FOR STUDY SERVICES
BETWEEN
MIDCONTINENT INDEPENDENT SYSTEM OPERATOR, INC
AND

This Agreement of the General Terms for Study Services ("Master Study Agreement”) is
made effective as of the day of 20, between the Midcontinent Independent
System Operator, Inc., a non-profit, non-stock corporation organized and existing under the laws
of the State of Delaware (“MISO”), and TO (“Consultant”). MISO and Consultant each may be
referred to individually as a “Party” or collectively as the “Parties.” This Master Study
Agreement is executed to provide the general terms for Study Agreements that the Parties intend
to execute in the future.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, MISO administers Generator Interconnections Procedures (“GIP”) pursuant
to Attachment X of the MISO Open Access Transmission, Energy and Operating Reserve
Markets Tariff (“Tariff”) to process requests to interconnect generation facilities to the MISO
Transmission System; and

WHEREAS MISO’s GIP provides that entities desiring to connect generating facilities
to MISO’s Transmission System must adhere to a process and timeline that involves funding and
participating in studies and revised studies at specified intervals as a condition of moving to the
next stage in the process; and

WHEREAS, MISO has determined that it likely will be necessary and desirable for
Consultant to from time to time perform studies to facilitate entities in connecting their
generating facilities to MISO’s Transmission System. These studies include, but are not limited
to: Interconnection System Impact Study; Transmission Service Request System Impact Study;
Interconnection Facilities Study for Interconnection Facilities or Connection Facilities;
Interconnection Facilities Study for Network Upgrades; Transmission Service Request Facilities
Study; Optional Interconnection Study; Replacement Impact Study; Reliability Assessment
Study; evaluation for Surplus Interconnection Service; evaluation for Affected Systems;
Provisional Interconnection Study; Fast Track Process; evaluation for Material Modification;
Technological Change Procedure; Injection Rights Study; Merchant HVDC Connection Studies;
Merchant HVDC Facilities Study; Restudy(ies); and other studies that may be necessary
(collectively “Studies,” or individually, “Study”); and

WHEREAS, The Parties intend to execute at various times during the term of this
Master Study Agreement individual statements of work (“Statements of Work™) for those Studies
that will be bound by the terms contained in this Master Study Agreement; and

Master Study Agreement [TO]
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WHEREAS, Other work not covered under the Studies shall be billable by submitting a
detailed invoice to MISO on a regular basis as agreed with MISO and shall align with the hours
reported for the Order 845 summary that MISO posts to our website and subsequently provides
to FERC. The details of such invoices are outlined in Section 3.3 of this Master Study
Agreement. This work is defined as support activities such as pre-kickoft Scoping Calls,
reviewing the models of each phase for accuracy, reviewing contingencies, providing a
mitigation and cost, and other support functions that are just and reasonable and not covered
under Studies; and

WHEREAS, Consultant has represented that it is qualified, able, and prepared to provide
such engineering and consulting services ("Services") to complete the Studies that MISO may
direct Consultant to perform and that Consultant contracts to perform.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of and subject to the mutual covenants contained
in this Master Study Agreement, it is agreed:

ARTICLE 1
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

1.1 Agreement. Except as otherwise set forth in this Master Study Agreement, Consultant
hereby agrees to perform the Studies directed by MISO according to the terms set forth in this
Master Study Agreement and the appropriate Statements of Work authorizing such Studies.

1.2 Conditions for Work. Consultant shall perform the Studies directed by MISO in
accordance with all provisions of this Master Study Agreement, the applicable Statements of
Work, Good Utility Practice (as that term is defined in the Tariff), MISO Study Guidelines, and
using MISO-provided or approved models for the Studies.

1.3 Confidentiality of Information. Consultant acknowledges and agrees that, in performing
its obligations under this Master Study Agreement and any applicable Statements of Work it will
have access to and receive information of a confidential nature from MISO, transmission owners,
and generators, and Consultant agrees to keep all such information confidential and not disclose
such confidential information except on a need-to-know basis in order to complete its obligations
under this Master Study Agreement and any applicable Statements of Work.

1.4 Use of Media. Consultant acknowledges and agrees to not reference this Master Study
Agreement, the subject matter of this Master Study Agreement, or any other work performed
under an applicable Statement of Work for MISO in any written media releases or promotional
materials without MISO’s written consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

1.5 Conflicts. In the event of a conflict between the body of this Master Study Agreement and
any Statements of Work, the terms and provisions of this Master Study Agreement shall prevail
and be deemed to be the final intent of the Parties, unless the Parties explicitly acknowledge the
conflict in any Statements of Work and affirmatively agree that the conflict in the Statements of
Work represents the final intent of the Parties.

Master Study Agreement [TO]
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1.6 Ownership of Studies. Consultant shall own all right, title, and interest in all Studies
performed by Consultant in connection with this Master Study Agreement. Consultant grants to
MISO a royalty-free, paid-up, irrevocable, worldwide, perpetual license to use, disclose, copy,
modify, and distribute the Studies, and grants MISO the right to prepare derivative works of any
pre-existing materials that may be incorporated into the Studies.

1.7 Third-Party Beneficiary. The Parties hereby designate the Interconnection Customer listed
in any Statements of Work executed pursuant to this Master Agreement as a third-party beneficiary
of the applicable Statement of Work and of this Master Study Agreement to the extent that it
applies to the applicable Statement of Work having the right to enforce the performance,
satisfaction, and fulfillment of the Parties’ obligations under this Master Study Agreement and
applicable Statements of Work with respect to such Interconnection Customer’s Project(s).

Master Study Agreement [TO]
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ARTICLE II
SCOPE OF AUTHORIZATION

2.1 Scope of Authorization. Consultant is an independent consultant and is the entity
responsible for performance of the Studies.

2.1.1 Email for Studies: Upon MISO making a determination that Studies are needed
for a Project or group of Projects, MISO may send a request by electronic mail to Consultant
requesting a quote to perform the Study or confirmation of an earlier quote (“Quote Request
Email”). The Quote Request Email shall contain the following information: (1) the name and
group of the Project to be studied; (2) the type of Study to be performed; (3) any models or data
that MISO intends for Consultant to utilize in the Study, (4) the deadline by which MISO
requires the Study to be completed and delivered, and (5) such other information that MISO
deems advisable to include. If Consultant requires additional information to issue a quote or
perform the Study, Consultant shall request such additional information within five (5) business
days after receiving the Quote Request Email. Within five Business days after the date that
MISO transmitted the Quote Request Email or, if applicable, five (5) business days after the date
MISO transmitted the further information requested by Consultant, Consultant will transmit by
electronic mail to MISO a quote containing Consultant’s estimated total cost for the Study
requested in the Quote Request email and a statement of the Consultant’s estimated completion
date (“Quote Response Email”). If MISO agrees with the terms specified in the Quote Response
email, then MISO will issue a Statement of Work in the Form of Exhibit A by electronic mail to
Consultant accepting those terms and authorizing and directing Consultant to commence
performance of the Study. Consultant’s emailed acceptance of such terms shall create a binding
agreement between the Parties for such Study.

2.1.2. Email Commitments Binding; Manner of Offer and Acceptance: In
accordance with Indiana’s Uniform Electronic Transactions Act (1.C. 26-2-8-101 et seq.), the
Parties agree to transact business electronically for purposes of forming binding agreements to
perform Studies. For purposes of Article 2.1.2, all email correspondence regarding Studies shall
be directed to the Authorized Representative(s) identified by MISO and Consultant respectively
in the Statement of Work affiliated with a Project or group of Projects. Notwithstanding the
provisions of Article 3.13 of this Master Study Agreement, the Parties agree that any
commitments, estimates, and authorizations issued or agreed to by each Party’s Authorized
Representative relating to Studies shall be binding upon the Authorized Representative’s Party
without need for any further writing provided that the following conditions are met:

(1) The offer, acceptance, or representation displays an email address matching one of
the email addresses listed in the Statements of Work affiliated with the Project, as may be
amended;

(2) The offer, acceptance, or representation is addressed to an email address matching

one of the email addresses listed for the other Party in the Statements of Work affiliated
with the Project, as may be amended;

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(3) The terms are contained in a Statement of Work; and

(4) The acceptance of an offered Statement of Work includes a .PDF format Statement of
Work with the “Acknowledgment” box checked and no terms changed from the
Statement of Work submitted by the Authorized Representative of the other Party. A
purported acceptance that varies the terms of the offer shall be deemed a counteroffer.

If all of the foregoing conditions are met, the displayed email address of the Sending Party’s
Authorized Representative shall constitute the Authorized Representative’s signature and the
other Party may rely on it as a signed writing capable of binding the sending Party absent actual
knowledge that the email was not in fact sent by the other Party.

2.1.3. Authorized Representatives: The Parties shall designate individual(s) in the
Statements of Work for the Project(s) to act as their Authorized Representatives, to issue and/or
accept terms, quotes, and authorizations regarding Studies. Either Party may change their
Authorized Representative or update information by sending a written notice to the other Party
stating the change and providing updated contact information by certified mail. Such changes
shall not be deemed amendments to this Master Study Agreement and shall be effective ten (10)
Business Days after mailing or at such earlier time as the receiving Party acknowledges receipt
of the written notice.

2.2 Authority. MISO is a Regional Transmission Organization with member transmission
owners operating in several reliability regions including MRO, RFC, SPP, and SERC. The
MISO Tariff requires that Studies directed by MISO be performed in accordance with MISO
procedures and the Project’s applicable Regional Reliability criteria.

2.3 Schedule. Consultant shall use all commercially reasonable efforts to provide the Studies
to MISO within the specific time(s) listed in the Statements of Work. Time is of the essence for
Studies performed pursuant to this Master Study Agreement and in any Statements of
Work executed hereunder. However, the inability of Consultant to complete the Study by said
date due to events or conditions beyond Consultant’s reasonable control, including failure of
MISO or an Interconnection Customer to supply accurate data required by Consultant to
complete the Study, shall extend the Study due date by the amount of time needed to correct or
remedy such extenuating circumstances. Consultant shall notify MISO as soon as possible of
expected or realized delays from the agreed upon completion date for the applicable Study,
whether excused or not. If Consultant claims the existence of events or conditions beyond its
control prevent its completion of a Study by the required date, then Consultant will include in its
notification to MISO: (1) an explanation of such events or conditions and (2) the commercially
reasonable efforts that Consultant commits to take to promptly overcome such circumstances. In
the event of a material change in scope or in the event Consultant does not receive all required
information to perform the applicable Study from MISO and the Interconnection Customer,
Consultant and MISO shall agree upon an extension of the deadline for delivering the applicable
Study pursuant to an Amendment to the applicable Statement(s) of Work.

2.4 Payment Terms. Work performed under any Statement of Work executed pursuant to this
Master Study Agreement will be invoiced on a time-and-material basis, and such estimated costs

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as are stated in a Statement of Work. In the event Consultant expects total costs to exceed the
applicable estimate, and before incurring costs exceeding this estimate, Consultant shall provide
email notice to MISO and written notice to the Interconnection Customer providing the updated
cost estimate as well as an explanation for such increase in cost estimate. Consultant may elect to
cap its total charges to MISO for a specific Study at a specified amount. If MISO and Consultant
agree to a capped amount, then Consultant shall not be entitled to any payment in excess of the
capped amount for the applicable Study but shall be relieved of the obligation to notify MISO in
advance of any absorbed expenses in excess of the capped amount.

ARTICLE 111
ADDITIONAL TERMS

In addition to the terms set forth herein and in the Statement of Work, the Parties agree to
the following terms:

3.1 Effective Date, Term and Renewal. This Master Study Agreement shall become
effective on the day that it is executed and shall remain in effect for a term of three (3) years,
after which it shall expire. Either Party may elect to terminate this Master Study Agreement, for
any reason, upon giving thirty (30) days written notice.

3.2 Force Majeure. Neither Party is liable for non-performance under this Master Study
Agreement to the extent the non-performance is caused by events or conditions beyond that
Party’s reasonable control, and the Party makes all commercially reasonable efforts to perform,
and any applicable deadlines for performance shall be extended for a number of days equal to the
duration of such events or conditions. A Party claiming such an event or occurrence shall notify
the other Party immediately in writing and not later than two business days after the event or
occurrence. The following shall not constitute or cause a force majeure event or condition: a
negligent act or omission, intentional wrongdoing, or lack of credit or economic hardship by the
Party claiming Force Majeure.

3.3 Invoicing and Payment. Unless a Statement of Work provides for a different schedule,
Consultant shall invoice MISO, and MISO shall remit appropriate amounts to Consultant as set
forth below. Consultant shall invoice MISO on a monthly basis with a final invoice within the
earlier of: (1) thirty (30) days after completion of a Study; or (2) notification of withdrawal of the
Project for the agreed costs of performing such Study. Any invoices not submitted within sixty
(60) days of such agreed-upon date shall be cancelled and deemed invalid with no monies owed
on such invoices. In the event of a good faith dispute regarding any portion of an invoice, MISO
may withhold such disputed portion pending final resolution of the disputed amount. In the
event that any invoiced items are disputed, the undisputed items shall be paid within thirty (30)
days of receipt of the invoice, and the disputed items shall be paid within thirty (30) days after
resolution of the dispute. MISO shall be entitled to withhold any amounts invoiced for taxes that
are not applicable as a result of MISO’s tax-exempt status.

Support activities that are billable, but not covered under Studies will be submitted on a regular
basis as agreed with MISO and will align with Consultant’s FERC Order 845 reporting
requirements. The Consultant shall submit a detailed invoice showing the study cycle, the
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associated Project number(s), the activity the Consultant is billing for, the number of hours for
each Study or Project, and the hourly rate billed on a separate line for each Project or study
cycle. This invoice shall be submitted on a regular basis as agreed with MISO and no later than
thirty (30) days after the close of each quarter. Any invoices not submitted within thirty (30)
days of the end of the quarter shall be cancelled and deemed invalid with no monies owed on
such invoices. In the event of a good faith dispute regarding any portion of an invoice, MISO
may withhold such disputed portion pending final resolution of the disputed amount. In the
event that any invoiced items are disputed, the undisputed items shall be paid within thirty (30)
days of receipt of the invoice, and the disputed items shall be paid within thirty (30) days after
resolution of the dispute. MISO shall be entitled to withhold any amounts invoiced for taxes that
are not applicable as a result of MISO’s tax-exempt status.

Instructions for submitting Invoices.
All invoices for submission of charges by Consultant that are not covered under Studies
shall follow the format as described below:

e FEach invoice shall contain the study cycle, study region, and the specific Project
numbers that the billable item will be charged to.
o Example: DPP-2020-Central, J####/J####/ JH####

e Each invoice shall contain the activity the work performed.
o Example: Preliminary Model Review, Ph1 Contingency/Mitigations, etc.

e Each invoice shall contain the hours worked and the billing rate.
o Example: 20 hours @ $300/Hr = $6000 Total

Invoices for reimbursable items not covered under Studies will be compared with the Order 845
reporting metrics and should be noted in that submission so MISO can track the billed versus
non-billable hours. All invoices are subject to approval by MISO for reasonable work performed
that supports Studies but may not be covered under Studies as defined in this Master Study
Agreement. All invoices for services not covered under Studies shall be sent to
gifinance@misoenergy.org.

3.4 Independent Contractor. Consultant acknowledges and agrees that, in performing its
obligations under this Master Study Agreement, it is an independent contractor and not an
employee of MISO for any purpose; nor does Consultant have authority, express or implied, to
act as an agent for MISO; nor, by entering into this Master Study Agreement, do MISO and
Consultant intend to become partners or to enter into a joint venture.

3.5 Standard of Performance. In performing its obligations under this Master Study
Agreement, Consultant shall act at all times in a competent and diligent manner, shall comply
with the terms of this Master Study Agreement and the applicable terms set forth in the
Statement of Work, shall comply with all applicable terms of the Tariff, shall follow Good
Utility Practice (as that term is defined in the Tariff) and shall comply with all applicable laws,
rules, and regulations.

3.6 Warranty. Consultant represents and warrants to MISO that the Studies directed by MISO
shall be performed in strict accordance with this Master Study Agreement, including Section 3.5
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above and any applicable Statements of Work that may be executed in the future. Should any
error in the Studies or the Services provided under this Master Study Agreement, or in any
Statements of Work, that is the result of Consultant’s negligence or intentional wrongdoing
become apparent to MISO within six (6) months from the date the applicable Study and/or
Services are provided, Consultant shall, upon prompt written notification from MISO and at no
additional cost to MISO, re-perform the portion of the Studies and/or Services in which any such
error was found using then-current, up-to-date data provided by MISO.

THE FOREGOING WARRANTIES ARE EXCLUSIVE AND IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER
WARRANTIES, WHETHER STATUTORY, EXPRESS, OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING ALL
WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE
AND ALL WARRANTIES ARISING FROM COURSE OF DEALING OR USAGE OF
TRADE.

The remedies provided in this Section 3.6 are MISO’s and any third party beneficiary’s exclusive
remedies and Consultant’s sole liability for any failure of the Studies or the Services to conform
to any warranty.

3.7 Intellectual Property Indemnity. Consultant agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and

secret, publicity right, right of privacy, or other proprietary right or personal right of a third
party.

Grantor may terminate or suspend this Agreement, in whole or in
part, without penalty or further payment being required, if (i} sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been
appropriated or otherwise made available to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (ii) the Governor
or Grantor reserves funds, or (iii) the Governor or Grantor determines that funds will not or may not be available
for payment. Grantor must provide notice, in writing, to Grantee of any such funding failure and its election to
terminate or suspend this Agreement as soon as practicable.

4.2.  Pre-Award Costs. Pre-award costs are not permitted unless specifically authorized by Grantor in
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE of this Agreement. If they are authorized, pre-award costs must be charged
to the initial Budget Period of the Award, unless otherwise specified by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.458.

4.3.  Return of Grant Funds. Grantee must liquidate all Obligations incurred under the Award within
forty-five (45) days of the end of the Period of Performance, or in the case of capital improvement Awards, within
forty-five (45) days of the end of the time period the Grant Funds are available for expenditure or obligation,
unless Grantor permits a longer period in PART TWO OR PART THREE.

4.6.  Modifications to Estimated Amount. If the Agreement amount is established on an estimated
basis, then it may be increased by mutual agreement at any time during the Term. Grantor may decrease the
estimated amount of this Agreement at any time during the Term if (i) Grantor believes Grantee will not use the
funds during the Term, {ii) Grantor believes Grantee has used Grant Funds in a manner that was not authorized by
this Agreement, (iii) sufficient funds for this Agreement have not been appropriated or otherwise made available
to Grantor by the State or the federal funding source, (iv) the Governor or Grantor reserves funds, or (v) the
Governor or Grantor determines that funds will or may not be available for payment. Grantee will be notified, in
writing, of any adjustment of the estimated amount of this Agreement. In the event of such reduction, services
provided by Grantee under Exhibit A may be reduced accordingly. Grantor must pay Grantee for work
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satisfactorily performed prior to the date of the notice regarding adjustment. 2 CFR 200.308.
4.7. Interest.

(a) All interest earned on Grant Funds held by a Grantee or a subrecipient will be treated in
accordance with 2 CFR 200.305(b){12), unless otherwise provided in PART TWO or PART THREE.

Grantee must further comply with all terms and
conditions set forth in the Notice of State Award (44 ll. Admin. Code 7000.360) which is incorporated herein by
reference. All Grantor-specific provisions and programmatic reporting required under this Agreement are
described in PART TWO (Grantor-Specific Terms). All Project-specific provisions and reporting required under this
Agreement are described in PART THREE (Project-Specific Terms).

5.2.  Scope Revisions. Grantee must obtain Prior Approval from Grantor whenever a scope revision is
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necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 |ll. Admin. Code 7000.370(b){(2}). All requests for
scope revisions that require Grantor approval must be signed by Grantee’s authorized representative and
submitted to Grantor for approval. Expenditure of funds under a requested revision is prohibited and will not be
reimbursed if expended before Grantor gives written approval. 2 CFR 200.308.

5.3.  Specific Conditions. If applicable, specific conditions required after a risk assessment are included
in Exhibit E. Grantee must adhere to the specific conditions listed therein.

ARTICLE VI
BUDGET

6.1.  Budget. The Budget submitted by Grantee at application, or a revised Budget subsequently
submitted and approved by Grantor, is considered final and is incorporated herein by reference.

6.2.  Budget Revisions. Grantee must obtain Prior Approval, whether mandated or discretionary, from
Grantor whenever a Budget revision is necessary for one or more of the reasons enumerated in 44 Ill.

Expenditure of funds under a requested
revision is prohibited and will not be reimbursed if expended before Grantor gives written approval.

6.3.  Notification. Within thirty (30} calendar days from the date of receipt of the request for Budget
revisions, Grantor will review the request and notify Grantee whether the Budget revision has been approved,
denied, or the date upon which a decision will be reached. 44 Hll. Admin. Code 7000.370(b)(7).

ARTICLE VIl
ALLOWABLE COSTS
7.1.  Allowability of Costs; Cost Allocation Methods. The allowability of costs and cost allocation
methods for work performed under this Agreement will be determined in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200

Subpart £ and Appendices lli, IV, V, and VII.

7.2. indirect Cost Rate Submission.

(a) All grantees, except for Local Education Agencies (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), must make
an Indirect Cost Rate election in the Grantee Portal, even grantees that do not charge or expect to charge
Indirect Costs. 44 lll. Admin. Code 7000.420(e).

(i) Waived and de minimis Indirect Cost Rate elections will remain in effect until
Grantee elects a different option.

(b) Grantee must submit an Indirect Cost Rate Proposal in accordance with federal and
State regulations, in a format prescribed by Grantor. For grantees who have never negotiated an Indirect
Cost Rate before, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval no later than three
months after the effective date of the Award. For grantees who have previously negotiated an Indirect
Cost Rate, the Indirect Cost Rate Proposal must be submitted for approval within 180 days of Grantee’s
fiscal year end, as dictated in the applicable appendices, such as:

The reports must be signed by the employee, approved by the appropriate official,
and coincide with a pay period. These time records must be used to record the distribution of
salary costs to the appropriate accounts no less frequently than quarterly.

(iii) Formal agreements with independent contractors, such as consultants, must
include a description of the services to be performed, the period of performance, the fee and
method of payment, an itemization of travel and other costs which are chargeable to the
agreement, and the signatures of both the contractor and an appropriate official of Grantee.

(c) Internal Control. Grantee must maintain effective control and accountability for all cash,
real and personal property, and other assets.

(d) Budget Control. Grantee must maintain records of expenditures for each Award by the
cost categories of the approved Budget (including Indirect Costs that are charged to the Award), and
actual expenditures are to be compared with budgeted amounts at least quarterly.

(e) Cash Management. Requests for advance payment must be limited to Grantee's
immediate cash needs. Grantee must have written procedures to minimize the time elapsing between the
receipt and the disbursement of Grant Funds to avoid having excess funds on hand. 2 CFR 200.305.

7.6. Profits. It is not permitted for any person or entity to earn a Profit from an Award. See, e.g., 2

ARTICLE VI
LOBBYING

8.1.  Improper Influence. Grantee certifies that it will not use and has not used Grant Funds to
influence or attempt to influence an officer or employee of any government agency or a member or employee of
the State or federal legislature in connection with the awarding of any agreement, the making of any grant, the
making of any loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, or the extension, continuation, renewal,
amendment or modification of any agreement, grant, loan or cooperative agreement. Additionally, Grantee
certifies that it has filed the required certification under the Byrd Anti-Lobbying Amendment (31 USC 1352), if
applicable.

8.2.  Federal Form LLL. If any federal funds, other than federally-appropriated funds, were paid or will
be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence any of the above persons in connection with this
Agreement, the undersigned must also complete and submit Federal Form LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities
Form, in accordance with its instructions.

8.3.  Lobbying Costs. Grantee certifies that it is in compliance with the restrictions on lobbying set
forth in 2 CFR 200.450. For any Indirect Costs associated with this Agreement, total lobbying costs must be
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separately identified in the Program Budget, and thereafter treated as other Unallowable Costs.

8.4. Procurement Lobbying. Grantee warrants and certifies that it and, to the best of its knowledge,
its subrecipients have complied and will comply with lilinois Executive Order No. 1 {2007) {(EO 1-2007). EO 1-2007
generally prohibits grantees and subcontractors from hiring the then-serving Governor’s family members to lobby
procurement activities of the State, or any other unit of government in illinois including local governments, if that
procurement may result in a contract valued at over $25,000. This prohibition also applies to hiring for that same
purpose any former State employee who had procurement authority at any time during the one-year period
preceding the procurement lobbying activity.

8.5.  Subawards. Grantee must include the [anguage of this ARTICLE in the award documents for any
subawards made pursuant to this Award at all tiers. All subrecipients are also subject to certification and
disclosure. Pursuant to Appendix i(l) to 2 CFR Part 200, Grantee must forward all disclosures by contractors
regarding this certification to Grantor.

8.6.  Certification. This certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was
placed to enter into this transaction and is a prerequisite for this transaction, pursuant to 31 USC 1352. Any
person who fails to file the required certifications will be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000, and
not more than $100,000, for each such failure.

ARTICLE IX
MAINTENANCE AND ACCESSIBILITY OF RECORDS; MONITORING

9.1.  Records Retention. Grantee must maintain for three (3) years from the date of submission of the
final expenditure report, adequate books, all financial records and, supporting documents, statistical records, and
all other records pertinent to this Award, adequate to comply with 2 CFR 200.334, unless a different retention
period is specified in 2 CFR 200.334, 44 ill. Admin. Code 7000.430(a) and (b) or PART TWO or PART THREE. If any
litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the retention period, the records must be retained
until all litigation, claims or audit exceptions involving the records have been resolved and final action taken.

9.2.  Accessibility of Records. Grantee, in compliance with 2 CFR 200.337 and 44 lil. Admin.
Code 7000.430(f), must make books, records, related papers, supporting documentation and personnel relevant
to this Agreement available to authorized Grantor representatives, the lllinois Auditor General, lllinois Attorney
General, any Executive Inspector General, Grantor's Inspector General, federal authorities, any person identified
in 2 CFR 200.337, and any other person as may be authorized by Grantor (including auditors), by the State of
Winois or by federal statute. Grantee must cooperate fully in any such audit or inquiry.

9.3. Failure to Maintain Books and Records. Failure to maintain adequate books, records and
supporting documentation, as described in this ARTICLE, will result in the disallowance of costs for which there is
insufficient supporting documentation and also establishes a presumption in favor of the State for the recovery of
any Grant Funds paid by the State under this Agreement for which adequate books, records and supporting
documentation are not available to support disbursement.

9.4. Monitoring and Access to Information. Grantee must monitor its activities to assure compliance
with applicable state and federal requirements and to assure its performance expectations are being achieved.
Grantor will monitor the activities of Grantee to assure compliance with all requirements, including applicable
programmatic rules, regulations, and guidelines that the Grantor promulgates or implements, and performance
expectations of the Award. Grantee must timely submit all financial and performance reports, and must supply,
upon Grantor’s request, documents and information relevant to the Award. Grantor may make site visits as
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warranted by Program needs. 2 CFR 200.329; 200.332. Additional monitoring requirements may be in PART
TWO or PART THREE.

ARTICLE X
FINANCIAL REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

10.1. Regquired Periodic Financial Reports. Grantee must submit financial reports as requested and in
the format required by Grantor no later than the dues date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. Grantee
must submit reports to Grantor describing the expenditure(s) of the funds related thereto at the intervals
specified by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no more frequent than quarterly, unless
otherwise specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an exception by GATU) or on Exhibit E
pursuant to specific conditions. 2 CFR 200.328(b). Any report required by 30 ILCS 708/125 may be detailed in
PART TWO or PART THREE.

10.2. Financial Close-out Report.

(a) Grantee must submit a financial Close-out Report, in the format required by Grantor, by
the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than sixty (60) calendar days
following the end of the Period of Performance for this Agreement or Agreement termination. The
format of this financial Close-out Report must follow a format prescribed by Grantor. 2 CFR 200.344; 44
1il. Admin. Code 7000.440(b).

(b) If an audit or review of Grantee occurs and results in adjustments after Grantee submits
a Close-out Report, Grantee must submit a new financial Close-out Report based on audit adjustments,
and immediately submit a refund to Grantor, if applicable. 2 CFR 200.345; 44 ill. Admin. Code 7000.450.

10.3. Effect of Failure to Comply. Failure to comply with the reporting requirements in this Agreement
may cause a delay or suspension of funding or require the return of improper payments or Unallowable Costs,
and will be considered a material breach of this Agreement. Grantee's failure to comply with ARTICLE X, ARTICLE
X1, or ARTICLE XVii will be considered prima facie evidence of a breach and may be admitted as such, without
further proof, into evidence in an administrative proceeding before Grantor, or in any other legal proceeding.
Grantee should refer to the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System for policy and consequences for
failure to comply. 44 li. Admin. Code 7000.80.

ARTICLE XI
PERFORMANCE REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

11.1. Required Periodic Performance Reports. Grantee must submit performance reports as requested
and in the format required by Grantor no later than the due date(s) specified in PART TWO or PART THREE. 44 IIl.
Admin. Code 7000.410. Grantee must report to Grantor on the performance measures listed in Exhibit D, PART
TWO or PART THREE at the intervals specified by Grantor, which must be no less frequent than annually and no
more frequent than quarterly, unless otherwise specified in either PART TWO or PART THREE (approved as an
exception by GATU), or on Exhibit E pursuant to specific conditions. For certain construction-related Awards,
such reports may be exempted as identified in PART TWO or PART THREE. 2 CFR 200.329.

11.2. Performance Close-out Report. Grantee must submit a performance Close-out Report, in the
format required by Grantor by the due date specified in PART TWO or PART THREE, which must be no later than
60 calendar days following the end of the Period of Performance or Agreement termination. 2 CFR 200.344; 44
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iil. Admin. Code 7000.440(b).

11.3. Content of Performance Reports. Pursuant to 2 CFR 200.329(b) and {c), all performance reports
must relate the financial data and project or program accomplishments to the performance goals and objectives
of this Award and also include the following: a comparison of actual accomplishments to the objectives of the
Award established for the reporting period (for example, comparing costs to units of accomplishment);
computation of the cost and demonstration of cost effective practices (e.g., through unit cost data); performance
trend data and analysis if required; the reasons why established goals were not met, if appropriate; and
additional information, analysis, and explanation of any cost overruns or higher-than-expected unit costs.
Additional content and format guidelines for the performance reports will be determined by Grantor contingent
on the Award’s statutory, regulatory and administrative requirements, and are included in PART TWO or PART
THREE of this Agreement.

ARTICLE X1l
AUDIT REQUIREMENTS

12.1.  Audits. Grantee is subject to the audit requirements contained in the Single Audit Act
Amendments of 1996 (31 USC 7501-7507), Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200, and the audit rules and policies set forth
by the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget. 30 ILCS 708/65(c}); 44 lIl. Admin. Code 7000.90.

12.2. Consolidated Year-End Financial Reports (CYEFR). All grantees must complete and submit a
CYEFR through the Grantee Portal, except those exempted by federal or State statute or regulation, as set forth in
PART TWO or PART THREE. The CYEFR is a required schedule in Grantee’s audit report if Grantee is required to
complete and submit an audit report as set forth herein.

(a) Grantee’s CYEFR must cover the same period as the audited financial statements, if
required, and must be submitted in accordance with the audit schedule at 44 lll. Admin. Code 7000.90. If
Grantee is not required to complete audited financial statements, the CYEFR must cover Grantee’s fiscal
year and must be submitted within 6 months of the Grantee’s fiscal year-end.

(b} The CYEFR must include an in relation to opinion from the auditor of the financial
statements included in the audit.

(c) The CYEFR must follow a format prescribed by Grantor.

12.3. Entities That Are Not “For-Profit”.

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are not “for-profit” entities.
(b} Single and Program-Specific Audits. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least

$1,000,000 in federal Awards {direct federal and federal pass-through awards combined), Grantee must
have a single audit or program-specific audit conducted for that year as required by 2 CFR 200.501 and
other applicable sections of Subpart F of 2 CFR Part 200. The audit report packet must be completed as
described in 2 CFR 200.512 (single audit) or 2 CFR 200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 lll. Admin. Code
7000.90(h}(1) and the current GATA audit manual and submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse, as
required by 2 CFR 200.512. The results of peer and external quality control reviews, management letters
issued by the auditors and their respective corrective action plans if significant deficiencies or material
weaknesses are identified, and the CYEFR(s) must be submitted to the Grantee Portal at the same time
the audit report packet is submitted to the Federal Audit Clearinghouse. The due date of all required
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submissions set forth in this Paragraph is the earlier of (i) thirty {30) calendar days after receipt of the
auditor’s report(s) or {ii) nine {9) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than
$1,000,000 in federal Awards, Grantee is subject to the following audit requirements:

(i If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $750,000 in State-issued
Awards, Grantee must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with the
Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standards (GAGAS). Grantee may be subject to
additional requirements in PART TWO, PART THREE or Exhibit E based on Grantee’s risk profile.

(ii) If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than $750,000 in State-issued
Awards, but expends at least $500,000 in State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a financial
statement audit conducted in accordance with the Generally Accepted Auditing Standards
(GAAS).

{iii) If Grantee is a Local Education Agency (as defined in 34 CFR 77.1), Grantee
must have a financial statement audit conducted in accordance with GAGAS, as required by 23 1il.
Admin. Code 100.110, regardless of the dollar amount of expenditures of State-issued Awards.

(iv) If Grantee does not meet the requirements in subsections 12.3(b) and 12.3(c){i-
iii) but is required to have a financial statement audit conducted based on other regulatory
requirements, Grantee must submit those audits for review.

(v) Grantee must submit its financial statement audit report packet, as set forth in
44 {ll. Admin. Code 7000.90({h}(2) and the current GATA audit manual, to the Grantee Portal
within the earlier of (i) thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (i) six
(6) months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

12.4. “For-Profit” Entities.

(a) This Paragraph applies to Grantees that are “for-profit” entities.

(b) Program-Specific Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends at least $1,000,000 in
federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must have a program-specific audit
conducted in accordance with 2 CFR 200.507. The auditor must audit federal pass-through programs with
federal pass-through Awards expended that, in the aggregate, cover at least 50 percent (0.50) of total
federal pass-through Awards expended. The audit report packet must be completed as described in 2 CFR
200.507 (program-specific audit), 44 {ll. Admin. Code 7000.90 and the current GATA audit manual, and
must be submitted to the Grantee Portal. The due date of all required submissions set forth in this
Paragraph is the earlier of {i) thirty {30) calendar days after receipt of the auditor’s report(s) or (ii) nine (9)
months after the end of Grantee’s audit period.

(c) Financial Statement Audit. If, during its fiscal year, Grantee expends less than
$1,000,000 in federal pass-through funds from State-issued Awards, Grantee must foliow all of the audit
requirements in Paragraphs 12.3(c)(i}-(v), above.

(d) Publicly-Traded Entities. If Grantee is a publicly-traded company, Grantee is not subject
to the single audit or program-specific audit requirements, but must submit its annual audit conducted in
accordance with its regulatory requirements.

12.5. Performance of Audits. For those organizations required to submit an independent audit report,
the audit must be conducted by the lllinois Auditor General (as required for certain governmental entities only),
or a Certified Public Accountant or Certified Public Accounting Firm licensed in the State of illinois or in
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accordance with Section 5.2 of the lllinois Public Accounting Act (225 ILCS 450/5.2). For all audits required to be
performed subject to GAGAS or Generally Accepted Auditing Standards, Grantee must request and maintain on
file a copy of the auditor’s most recent peer review report and acceptance letter. Grantee must follow
procedures prescribed by Grantor for the preparation and submission of audit reports and any related
documents.

12.6. Delinquent Reports. When audit reports or financial statements required under this ARTICLE are
prepared by the Illinois Auditor General, if they are not available by the above-specified due date, they must be
provided to Grantor within thirty (30) days of becoming available. Grantee should refer to the State Grantee
Compliance Enforcement System for the policy and consequences for late reporting. 44 1ll. Admin. Code 7000.80.

ARTICLE Xl
TERMINATION; SUSPENSION; NON-COMPLIANCE

13.1. Termination.

(a) Either Party may terminate this Agreement, in whole or in part, upon thirty {30}
calendar days’ prior written notice to the other Party.

(b) If terminated by the Grantee, Grantee must include the reasons for such termination,
the effective date, and, in the case of a partial termination, the portion to be terminated. If Grantor
determines in the case of a partial termination that the reduced or modified portion of the Award will not
accomplish the purposes for which the Award was made, Grantor may terminate the Agreement in its
entirety. 2 CFR 200.340({a){3).

(c) This Agreement may be terminated, in whole or in part, by Grantor:
(i) Pursuant to a funding failure under Paragraph 4.1;
(ii) If Grantee fails to comply with the terms and conditions of this or any Award,

application or proposal, including any applicable rules or regulations, or has made a false
representation in connection with the receipt of this or any Award; or

(iii) If the Award no longer effectuates the Program goals or agency priorities and if
this termination is permitted in the terms and conditions of the Award, which must be detailed in
Exhibit A, PART TWO or PART THREE.

13.2. Suspension. Grantor may suspend this Agreement, in whole or in part, pursuant to a funding
failure under Paragraph 4.1 or if the Grantee fails to comply with terms and conditions of this or any Award. If
suspension is due to Grantee’s failure to comply, Grantor may withhold further payment and prohibit Grantee
from incurring additional Obligations pending corrective action by Grantee or a decision to terminate this
Agreement by Grantor. Grantor may allow necessary and proper costs that Grantee could not reasonably avoid
during the period of suspension.

13.3. Non-compliance. If Grantee fails to comply with the U.S. Constitution, applicable statutes,
regulations or the terms and conditions of this or any Award, Grantor may impose additional conditions on
Grantee, as described in 2 CFR 200.208. If Grantor determines that non-compliance cannot be remedied by
imposing additional conditions, Grantor may take one or more of the actions described in 2 CFR 200.339. The
Parties must follow all Grantor policies and procedures regarding non-compliance, including, but not limited to,
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the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance Enforcement System. 44 ill. Admin. Code 7000.80 and
7000.260.

13.4. Objection. If Grantor suspends or terminates this Agreement, in whole or in part, for cause, or
takes any other action in response to Grantee’s non-compliance, Grantee may avail itself of any opportunities to
object and challenge such suspension, termination or other action by Grantor in accordance with any applicable
processes and procedures, including, but not limited to, the procedures set forth in the State Grantee Compliance
Enforcement System. 2 CFR 200.342; 44 {ll. Admin. Code 7000.80 and 7000.260.

13.5. Effects of Suspension and Termination.

(a) Grantor may credit Grantee for allowable expenditures incurred in the performance of
authorized services under this Agreement prior to the effective date of a suspension or termination.

(b) Except as set forth in subparagraph (c), below, Grantee must not incur any costs or
Obligations that require the use of Grant Funds after the effective date of a suspension or termination, and
must cancel as many outstanding Obligations as possible.

(c) Costs to Grantee resulting from Obligations incurred by Grantee during a suspension or
after termination of the Agreement are not allowable unless Grantor expressly authorizes them in the
notice of suspension or termination or subsequently. However, Grantor may allow costs during a
suspension or after termination if:

(i) The costs result from Obligations properly incurred before the effective date of
suspension or termination, are not in anticipation of the suspension or termination, and the costs
would be allowable if the Agreement was not suspended or terminated prematurely. 2 CFR
200.343.

13.6. Close-out of Terminated Agreements. If this Agreement is terminated, in whole or in part, the
Parties must comply with all close-out and post-termination requirements of this Agreement. 2 CFR 200.340(d).

ARTICLE XIV
SUBCONTRACTS/SUBAWARDS

14.1. Subcontracting/Subrecipients/Delegation. Grantee must not subcontract nor issue a subaward
for any portion of this Agreement nor delegate any duties hereunder without Prior Approval of Grantor. The
requirement for Prior Approval is satisfied if the subcontractor or subrecipient has been identified in the uniform
grant application, such as, without limitation, a Project description, and Grantor has approved. Grantee must
follow all applicable requirements set forth in 2 CFR 200.332.

14.2. Application of Terms. If Grantee enters into a subaward agreement with a subrecipient, Grantee
must notify the subrecipient of the applicable laws and regulations and terms and conditions of this Award by
attaching this Agreement to the subaward agreement. The terms of this Agreement apply to all subawards
authorized in accordance with Paragraph 14.1. 2 CFR 200.101(b).

14.3. Liability as Guaranty. Grantee will be liable as guarantor for any Grant Funds it obligates to a
subrecipient or subcontractor pursuant to this ARTICLE in the event Grantor determines the funds were either
misspent or are being improperly held and the subrecipient or subcontractor is insolvent or otherwise fails to
return the funds. 2 CFR 200.345; 30 ILCS 705/6; 44 Ill. Admin. Code 7000.450(a).
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ARTICLE XV
NOTICE OF CHANGE

15.1. Notice of Change. Grantee must notify Grantor if there is a change in Grantee’s legal status, FEIN,
UEI, SAM registration status, Related Parties, senior management (for non-governmental grantees only) or
address. If the change is anticipated, Grantee must give thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to Grantor. If the
change is unanticipated, Grantee must give notice as soon as practicable thereafter. Grantor reserves the right to
take any and all appropriate action as a result of such change(s).

15.2. Failure to Provide Notification. To the extent permitted by lilinois law (see Paragraph 21.2),
Grantee must hold harmless Grantor for any acts or omissions of Grantor resulting from Grantee’s failure to
notify Grantor as required by Paragraph 15.1.

15.3. Notice of Impact. Grantee must notify Grantor in writing of any event, including, by not limited
to, becoming a party to litigation, an investigation, or transaction that may have a material impact on Grantee’s
ability to perform under this Agreement. Grantee must provide notice to Grantor as soon as possible, but no later
than five (5) days after Grantee becomes aware that the event may have a material impact.

15.4. Effect of Failure to Provide Notice. Failure to provide the notice described in this ARTICLE is
grounds for termination of this Agreement and any costs incurred after the date notice should have been given
may be disallowed.

ARTICLE XVI
STRUCTURAL REORGANIZATION AND RECONSTITUTION OF BOARD MEMBERSHIP

16.1. Effect of Reorganization. This Agreement is made by and between Grantor and Grantee, as
Grantee is currently organized and constituted. Grantor does not agree to continue this Agreement, or any license
related thereto, should Grantee significantly reorganize or otherwise substantially change the character of its
corporate structure, business structure or governance structure. Grantee must give Grantor prior notice of any
such action or changes significantly affecting its overall structure or, for non-governmental grantees only,
management makeup {for example, a merger or a corporate restructuring), and must provide all reasonable
documentation necessary for Grantor to review the proposed transaction including financial records and
corporate and shareholder minutes of any corporation which may be involved. Grantor reserves the right to
terminate the Agreement based on whether the newly organized entity is able to carry out the requirements of
the Award. This ARTICLE does not require Grantee to report on minor changes in the makeup of its board
membership or governance structure, as applicable. Nevertheless, PART TWO or PART THREE may impose further
restrictions. Failure to comply with this ARTICLE constitutes a material breach of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XVH
CONFLICT OF INTEREST

17.1. Regquired Disclosures. Grantee must immediately disclose in writing any potential or actual
Conflict of Interest to Grantor. 2 CFR 200.112; 30 iLCS 708/35.

17.2. Prohibited Payments. Payments made by Grantor under this Agreement must not be used by
Grantee to compensate, directly or indirectly, any person currently holding an elective office in this State
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including, but not limited to, a seat in the General Assembly. In addition, where Grantee is not an
instrumentality of the State of Illinois, as described in this Paragraph, Grantee must request permission from
Grantor to compensate, directly or indirectly, any officer or any person employed by an office or agency of the
State of lllinois. An instrumentality of the State of lllinois includes, without limitation, State departments,
agencies, boards, and State universities. An instrumentality of the State of lllinois does not include, without
limitation, units of Local Government and related entities.

17.3. Regquest for Exemption. Grantee may request written approval from Grantor for an exemption
from Paragraph 17.2. Grantee acknowledges that Grantor is under no obligation to provide such exemption and
that Grantor may grant any such exemption subject to additional terms and conditions as Grantor may require.

ARTICLE XVill
EQUIPMENT OR PROPERTY

18.1. Purchase of Equipment. For any equipment purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, if
Grantor determines that Grantee has not met the conditions of 2 CFR 200.439, the costs for such equipment will
be disallowed. Grantor must notify Grantee in writing that the purchase of equipment is disallowed.

18.2. Prohibition against Disposition/Encumbrance. Any equipment, material, or real property that
Grantee purchases or improves with Grant Funds must not be sold, transferred, encumbered {other than original
financing) or otherwise disposed of during the Award Term without Prior Approval of Grantor unless a longer
period is required in PART TWO or PART THREE and permitted by 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D. Use or disposition of
real property acquired or improved using Grant Funds must comply with the requirements of 2 CFR 200.311. Real
property, equipment, and intangible property that are acquired or improved in whole or in part using Grant Funds
are subject to the provisions of 2 CFR 200.316. Grantor may require the Grantee to record liens or other
appropriate notices of record to indicate that personal or real property has been acquired or improved with this
Award and that use and disposition conditions apply to the property.

18.3. Eguipment and Procurement. Grantee must comply with the uniform standards set forth in 2 CFR
200.310-200.316 governing the management and disposition of property, the cost of which was supported by
Grant Funds. Any waiver from such compliance must be granted by either the President’s Office of Management
and Budget, the Governor’s Office of Management and Budget, or both, depending on the source of the Grant
Funds used. Additionally, Grantee must comply with the standards set forth in 2 CFR 200.317-200.327 to
establish procedures to use Grant Funds for the procurement of supplies and other expendable property,
equipment, real property and other services.

18.4. Equipment Instructions. Grantee must obtain disposition instructions from Grantor when
equipment, purchased in whole or in part with Grant Funds, is no longer needed for their original
purpose. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Agreement, Grantor may require transfer of
any equipment to Grantor or a third party for any reason, including, without limitation, if Grantor terminates the
Award or Grantee no longer conducts Award activities. Grantee must properly maintain, track, use, store and
insure the equipment according to applicable best practices, manufacturer’s guidelines, federal and state laws or
rules, and Grantor requirements stated herein.

18.5. Domestic Preferences for Procurements. In accordance with 2 CFR 200.322, to the greatest
extent practicable and consistent with law, Grantee must, under this Award, provide a preference for the
purchase, acquisition, or use of goods, products, or materials produced in the United States (including but not
limited to iron, aluminum, steel, cement, and other manufactured products). The requirements of this Paragraph
must be included in all subawards and in all contracts and purchase orders under this Award.
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ARTICLE XIX
PROMOTIONAL MATERIALS; PRIOR NOTIFICATION

19.1. Promotional and Written Materials. Use of Grant Funds for promotions is subject to the
prohibitions for advertising or public relations costs in 2 CFR 200.421(e). To use Grant Funds in whole or in part to
produce any written publications, announcements, reports, flyers, brochures or other written materials, these
uses must be allowable under 2 CFR 200.421 and 200.467 and Grantee must include in these publications,
announcements, reports, flyers, brochures and all other such material, the phrase “Funding provided in whole or
in part by the [Grantor].” 2 CFR 200.467. Exceptions to this requirement must be requested, in writing, from
Grantor and will be considered authorized only upon written notice thereof to Grantee.

19.2. Prior Notification/Release of Information. Grantee must notify Grantor ten (10) days prior to
issuing public announcements or press releases concerning work performed pursuant to this Agreement, or
funded in whole or in part by this Agreement, and must cooperate with Grantor in joint or coordinated releases
of information.

ARTICLE XX
INSURANCE

20.1. Maintenance of Insurance. Grantee must maintain in full force and effect during the Term of this
Agreement casualty and bodily injury insurance, as well as insurance sufficient to cover the replacement cost of
any and all real or personal property (including equipment), or both, purchased or, otherwise acquired, or
improved in whole or in part, with funds disbursed pursuant to this Agreement. 2 CFR 200.310. Additional
insurance requirements may be detailed in PART TWO or PART THREE.

20.2. Claims. If a claim is submitted for real or personal property, or both, purchased in whole with
funds from this Agreement and such claim results in the recovery of money, such money recovered must be
surrendered to Grantor.

ARTICLE XXi
LAWSUITS AND INDEMNIFICATION

21.1. Independent Contractor. Neither Grantee nor any employee or agent of Grantee acquires any
employment rights with Grantor by virtue of this Agreement. Grantee must provide the agreed services and
achieve the specified results free from the direction or control of Grantor as to the means and methods of
performance. Grantee must provide its own equipment and supplies necessary to conduct its business; provided,
however, that in the event, for its convenience or otherwise, Grantor makes any such equipment or supplies
available to Grantee, Grantee’s use of such equipment or supplies provided by Grantor pursuant to this
Agreement is strictly limited to official Grantor or State of lllinois business and not for any other purpose,
including any personal benefit or gain.

21.2. Indemnification and Liability.

(a) Non-governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a non-
governmental entity. Grantee must hold harmless Grantor against any and all liability, loss, damage,
cost or expenses, including attorneys’ fees, arising from the intentional torts, negligence or breach of
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contract of Grantee, with the exception of acts performed in conformance with an explicit, written
directive of Grantor. Indemnification by Grantor is governed by the State Employee indemnification Act
(5 ILCS 350/.01 et seq.) as interpreted by the Hllinois Attorney General. Grantor makes no representation
that Grantee, an independent contractor, will qualify or be eligible for indemnification under said Act.

(b} Governmental entities. This subparagraph applies only if Grantee is a governmental unit
as designated in Paragraph 3.2. Neither Party shall be liable for actions chargeable to the other Party
under this Agreement including, but not limited to, the negligent acts and omissions of the other Party’s
agents, employees or subcontractors in the performance of their duties as described under this
Agreement, unless such liability is imposed by law. This Agreement is not construed as seeking to
enlarge or diminish any obligation or duty owed by one Party against the other or against a third party.

ARTICLE XXil
MISCELLANEOUS

22.1. Gift Ban. Grantee is prohibited from giving gifts to State employees pursuant to the State
Officials and Employees Ethics Act (5 ILCS 430/10-10) and Illinois Executive Order 15-09.

22.2.  Assignment Prohibited. This Agreement must not be sold, assigned, or transferred in any manner
by Grantee, to include an assignment of Grantee's rights to receive payment hereunder, and any actual or
attempted sale, assighment, or transfer by Grantee without the Prior Approval of Grantor in writing renders this
Agreement null, void and of no further effect.

22.3. Copies of Agreements upon Request. Grantee must, upon request by Grantor, provide Grantor
with copies of contracts or other agreements to which Grantee is a party with any other State agency.

22.4. Amendments. This Agreement may be modified or amended at any time during its Term by
mutual consent of the Parties, expressed in writing and signed by the Parties.

22.5. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is declared invalid, its other provisions will remain
in effect.

22.6. No Waiver. The failure of either Party to assert any right or remedy pursuant to this Agreement
will not be construed as a waiver of either Party's right to assert such right or remedy at a later time or constitute
a course of business upon which either Party may rely for the purpose of denial of such a right or remedy.

22.7. Applicable Law; Claims. This Agreement and all subsequent amendments thereto, if any, are
governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of lllinois. Any claim against Grantor arising out
of this Agreement must be filed exclusively with the lilinois Court of Claims. 705 ILCS 505/1 et seq. Grantor does
not waive sovereign immunity by entering into this Agreement.

22.8. Compliance with Law. Grantee is responsible for ensuring that Grantee’s Obligations and services
hereunder are performed in compliance with all applicable federal and State laws, including, without limitation,
federal regulations, State administrative rules, including but not limited to 44 lll. Admin. Code Part 7000, laws and
rules which govern disclosure of confidential records or other information obtained by Grantee concerning
persons served under this Agreement, and any license requirements or professional certification provisions.

22.9. Compliance with Freedom of Information Act. Upon request, Grantee must make available to
Grantor all documents in its possession that Grantor deems necessary to comply with requests made under the
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Freedom of Information Act. 5 ILCS 140/7(2).

22.10. Compliance with Whistleblower Protections. Grantee must comply with the Whistleblower Act
(740 ILCS 174/1 et seq.) and the whistleblower protections set forth in 2 CFR 200.217, including but not limited to,
the requirement that Grantee and its subrecipients inform their employees in writing of employee whistleblower
rights and protections under 41 U.5.C. 4712.

Comprehensive Environmental Review Process (CERP), has initiated and completed all necessary project review
and consultation with the Grantor as required by section 11 of the Endangered Species Protection Act, 520 ILCS
10/11; section 17 of the illinois Natural Areas Preservation Act, 525 ILCS 30/17; the mitigation or compensation
determinations required by the interagency Wetland Policy Act, 20 ILCS 830/1 et seq.; and the environmental and
economic impact determination required by the Historic Preservation Act, 20 ILCS 3420/4.

37.8.  Use of lllinois Resident Labor. At least 50% of the total labor hours on the project must be
performed by actual residents of the State of lllinois. (20 ILCS 805/805-350).

37.9.  Public Access. Any property acquired or developed through assistance from the lllinois BAAD
grant program must be open to the public for outdoor recreation use without regard to race or color, creed,
national origin, sex or disability, nor based on residence, except to the extent that reasonable differences in user
fees may be imposed amounting to no more than double the fees charged to residents.

37.10. Conversion. Property acquired or developed with BAAD funds may not be converted to a use
other than public outdoor recreation use as provided in this Part without prior Grantor approval. Approval for
property conversion will be granted only if the Grantee substitutes replacement property of at least equal market
value and comparable outdoor recreation usefulness, quality and location. (17 Hll. Adm. Code 3025.70)

37.11. Conversion Breach. Any deviation or conversion of the project site(s) from public BAAD
recreation use without Grantor approval shall be considered a breach of this Agreement resulting in the Grantee
being held liable for replacing said converted property with comparable land as deemed acceptable by the
Grantor.

37.12. Property Appraisal. Projects receiving acquisition assistance must have an appraisal provided by
the Grantee and submitted to the Grantor for review and certification to establish the property's market value.
The appraisal must be completed to Grantor specifications. (17 lil. Adm. Code 3035.70)

37.13. Title/Deed. For projects receiving development assistance, the Grantee must possess either fee
simple title or other means of legal control and tenure (easement, [ease, etc.) over the property being improved
for a period of time commensurate with the program amortization schedule shown in the administrative rules,
unless otherwise approved by the Grantor. The Grantor will consider, on a case-by-case basis, lease arrangements
for shorter periods when State statute prohibits a unit of local government from entering into such a long-term
agreement, or other circumstances beyond the control of the local unit of government prohibit such
arrangements. The Grantee must also adhere to applicable local bidding and procurement requirements. (17 Ill.
Adm. Code 3035.70)

37.14. Assignment. No assignment of grant provisions or duties is allowed.

37.15. Americans with Disabilities Act. All facilities constructed with state BAAD grant assistance must
be designed and developed to fully accommodate accessibility standards as per the iilinois Accessibility Code
Standards, the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) {42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.), and the regulations thereunder 28
CFR 35.130.

37.16. Project Site Access. It is agreed and understood by the Grantee that a Grantor representative
shall have access to the project site to make periodic inspections as work progresses. It is further agreed and
understood by the Grantee that Grantor reserves the right to inspect the completed project prior to project
acceptance and grant reimbursement to the Grantee.
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37.17. Project Acknowledgement. The Grantee shall give proper credit to the appropriate Fund and
coordinate with the Grantor on any publication, written document, news article, television and radio release,
interview or personal presentation, if initiated by the Grantee, which refers to the project.

37.18. Signage. The Grantee shall post a sign, include a logo or affix a decal, if practical and applicable,
crediting the applicable Fund. Signs, logos, and decals shall be supplied by the Grantor. The IDNR will provide
guidance to the Grantee for posting of signs, logos and decals on projects awarded under this Fund.

37.19. Incorporation. The Grant Manual, the Grant Application, Grant Budget, and Implementation and
Billing Packet is hereby incorporated herein by reference and made a material and binding part of this Agreement.

WHEREAS, the City of Springfield is a home rule unit as defined in Article VII, Section

Such information will help inform and target land and water management activities and
strategies to maintain and improve both lake and watershed resources; and

WHEREAS, the project includes equipment purchases, station installation, and removal,
operation and maintenance, and project reports for the 2-year timeframe with a projected overall
cost of $352,850.00; and

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REAL ESTATE DONATION AGREEMENT

THIS REAL ESTATE DONATION AGREEMENT, (hereinafter “Contract”), is

entered into on this, the day of , 2026, by and between the

STATE OF ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES (hereinafter
“IDNR”™), and the City of Springfield, Illinois, a unit of local government organized and
existing under the laws of the State of Illinois. The parties recite and state as follows:

WHEREAS, DONOR is the beneficial owner of, and holds title to, the legally
described property in Exhibit A (hereinafter “Premises”™).

WHEREAS, DONOR wishes to convey the Premises to IDNR, and IDNR wishes
to accept the Premises, on the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exchange for good and valuable consideration as
hereinafter set forth in this Contract, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby
acknowledged by the parties, and in pursuance of the authority granted through 50 ILCS
605/4, IDNR and DONOR do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

ARTICLEI
(Conveyance)

DONOR agrees to convey the Premises to IDNR by execution and delivery to
IDNR of the Quit Claim Deed (“Deed”) attached hereto as Exhibit B at Closing.

ARTICLE I
(Consideration)

$1,536,950.00 in accordance with the terms of the Deed and this Contract.
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ARTICLE III
(Title)

A. Title Commitment: A Title Commitment with IDNR as the proposed

insured, has been issued by Chicago Title Company, 1043 S. Fifth St., Springfield, IL
62703 , File No. 5271-2400509, (hereinafter “Title Commitment™). The Title Commitment
will (upon satisfaction of the terms and conditions therein) convert to an American Land
Title Association (“ALTA”) Owner’s Policy, and when issued, must include extended
coverage over general or standard exceptions, and shall be in the amount of $1,536,950.00
(the “Title Policy”) covering the date of this Closing and recording.

B. Evidence of Good Title and Attorney General Title Approval: This

Contract is contingent upon evidence of good title as determined in the exclusive discretion
of IDNR. This Contract, the Closing, and IDNR accepting title to the Premises is subject
to and contingent upon IDNR obtaining title approval from the Office of the Illinois
Attorney General pursuant to the Public Contract Fraud Act, 30 ILCS 545/2.

C. ALTA Statement: At Closing, DONOR shall execute all documents

deemed necessary and appropriate by the Title Insurance Company in order to facilitate

issuance of an Owner’s Title Insurance Policy to IDNR.

ARTICLE 1V
(Approval of Documents)

The parties agree that the forms of documents to be executed at Closing attached as
Exhibits hereto have been reviewed and approved by the parties and shall be executed in
such form at the time of Closing.

ARTICLE V

IDNR was provided from Donor a Revised Comprehensive Site Investigation Report dated
January 13, 2026, also prepared by American Environmental. Based upon IDNR review of
these reports, if, during IDNR’s contemplated remediation, any condition or conditions on
the Premises which, in the IDNR's sole discretion, create(s) an environmental risk
previously undisclosed by the above referenced reports, IDNR shall have the option of
conducting additional environmental analysis at a mutually agreed upon expense of the
parties which may be necessary to determine the extent and risk associated with the
environmental condition(s). All such subsequent environmental tests must, however, be
concluded within sixty (60) days following execution of this Contract. If necessary,
Closing shall be delayed allowing IDNR time to conduct such further environmental tests.

for purposes of making surveys, inspections, soil tests and other investigations of same
including, but not limited to, the physical condition of the Premises. DONOR accepts
responsibility and liability of any and all attractive nuisances, as identified by IDNR,
located on Premises and agrees to remedy any and all such attractive nuisances before Final
Inspection by IDNR. IDNR shall and does hereby agree to accept responsibility for any
loss or damage suffered by IDNR, its agents, employees, contractors, legal representatives

and assigns, as a result of the exercise by IDNR of the rights herein granted.
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B. Final Inspection: In addition to the foregoing, IDNR shall make a final

inspection of the Premises within two (2) working days of the Closing, and thereafter
promptly serve written notice to DONOR of any material non-compliance, as determined
solely by IDNR, with the applicable terms and conditions of this Contract, which DONOR
shall promptly remedy at DONOR’s expense. In the absence of any notice from IDNR to
DONOR pursuant to this Paragraph, IDNR shall be deemed to have accepted the condition
of the Premises and shall thereafter waive any claim that the condition of the Premises
failed to conform with the requirements of this Contract or DONOR’s obligations
hereunder.

ARTICLE XV
(Performance)

Time is of the essence of this Contract. Should IDNR or DONOR fail to perform
pursuant to the terms of this Contract then, at the option of DONOR or IDNR, and upon
written notice to the other party, this Contract may be terminated and shall thereupon

become null and void.

ARTICLE XVI
(Risk of Loss)

In the event that, prior to Closing, any portion of the Premises, the Ancillary
Structures or the Personal Property, if any, shall be destroyed by fire, flood or other casualty
then, at the election of IDNR: 1) this Contract may be canceled; 2) IDNR may consummate
the transaction contemplated by this Contract and receive such insurance proceeds as are
paid on the claim of loss; 3) IDNR may elect to postpone the Closing and permit DONOR
to utilize the insurance proceeds for the purpose of making any and all necessary repairs;
provided, however, in the event that such casualty is suffered by any of the property that

DONOR is obligated to remove from the Premises under this Contract, the foregoing
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provisions shall not apply, DONOR shall be entitled to keep any insurance proceeds with
respect thereto, and the IDNR shall consummate the transaction contemplated by this
Contract. This election must be exercised within ten (10) days after DONOR provides
IDNR with written notice of the amount of the insurance proceeds, if any, which DONOR
will receive on the claim of loss. If IDNR has not been so notified by DONOR within
forty-five (45) days subsequent to the occurrence of such damage or destruction, or by the
date of Closing, whichever occurs first, IDNR may, at its option, cancel this Contract; or,
IDNR may waive any requirement under this Article XVI.

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into by and between CITY OF SPRINGFIELD LINCOLN LIBRARY, hereinafter
referred to as the Grantee, and the OFFICE OF THE SECRETARY OF STATE, ILLINOIS STATE LIBRARY
hereinafter referred to as the PRINCIPAL.

WHEREAS, it is the public policy of the State of lllinois to promote, support, implement, and maintain library
services for the cultural, educational, and economic development of the State of lllinois and of the inhabitants of
the State of lllinois, and,

WHEREAS, the lllinois State Library staff have reviewed the proposal for the Project and recommended that the
Principal contract with the GRANTEE to perform the Project as set forth in the guidelines and/or proposal, if any,
and

WITNESSETH, that said Principal does hereby agree to provide funds for Grantee's Project as set forth in the
proposal and Grantee hereby accepts such funding upon the terms and conditions hereinafter provided.

ARTICLE 1, TERM: Subject to the provisions for termination as hereinafter provided, this Agreement shail
become effective on June 1, 2026 and shall be terminated on June 30, 2027.

ARTICLE 2, DUTIES: The Grantee shall provide the services described in the Grant Application on file at the
lllinois State Library and incorporated herein as if fully set forth. The approved budget for permissible
expenditures for the grant program is set forth in Attachment “A” and incorporated by reference. In fulfilling the
assigned duties and responsibilities under this Agreement, the Grantee agrees to perform and respond in a
professional manner, and to meet any and all agreed upon deadlines.

ARTICLE 3, TERMINATION/EXTENSION: Either party may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) calendar
days’ written notice to the other party. Upon termination the Grantee shall return to the Principal all unexpended
grant funds to the Grantee. The Grantee shall also reimburse the Principal for any grant funds expended in
contravention of the grant terms and for any unaccounted for grant funds. The term of this Agreement may be
extended in writing signed by both parties. Any such extension shall be attached to this Agreement and made a
part hereof as though it were incorporated and included herein.

ARTICLE 4, PAYMENT: For and in consideration of said services as set forth in Article “2" above, Principal shall
award a grant in an amount not to exceed One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000.00), payable in the
following manner:

100% upon execution of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 5, FUNDING: Obligations of the State will cease immediately without penalty or further payment being
required if, in any fiscal year, the lllinois General Assembly or the federal funding source fails to appropriate or
otherwise make available sufficient funds for this Agreement.

Funding provided hereunder by Principal shall be used only for the purpose described in this Agreement.

The Grantee may receive and expend funds or special grants in excess of that appropriated by the lllinois General
Assembly and approved by the Governor, from sources other than the Principal, to further the implementation of
the services being funded by this Agreement. The Principal, however, shall not be obligated to reimburse the
Grantee for any amount in excess of the maximum amount specified in Article “4" of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 6, WORK PRODUCT: All documents, including reports and all other work products produced by the
Grantee under this Agreement shall become and remain the property of the State.

ARTICLE 7, LIABILITY: The Principal does not assume any liability for acts or omissions of the Grantee and
such liability rests solely with the Grantee.

ARTICLE 8. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS: The Grantee is an independent contractor to the
Principal, and neither the Grantee nor persons employed by the Grantee shall represent themselves as
employees of the State.

ARTICLE 9, APPLICABLE LAW: This Agreement shall be governed in all respects by the laws of the State of
llinois, which include but are not limited to the lilinois Grant Funds Recovery Act and the rules promulgated
thereunder (30 ILCS 705), the lllinois Freedom of Information Act (5 ILCS 140), and the Aftorney General Act (15
ILCS 205). Any claims against the State arising out of this Agreement must be filed exclusively with the Illinois
Court of Claims. 705 ILCS 505/8. The State of lllinois does not waive sovereign immunity by entering into this
Agreement. The official text of cited statutes is incorporated by reference (an unofficial version can be viewed at
http://www.ilga.gov/legislation/ilcs/ilcs.asp). In compliance with the United States and lllinois Constitutions, the
llinois Human Rights Act, the United States Civil Rights Act, and Section 504 of the Federal Rehabilitation Act
and other applicable laws and rules, Principal does not unlawfully discriminate in the awarding of grants or any
other activity.

ARTICLE 10, NOTICES: All notices required under the terms of this Agreement shall be delivered in person or by
certified or registered mail with return receipt to the last known address of the parties hereto.

ARTICLE 11, BREACH: Any breach of this Agreement by the Grantee will allow the Principal to terminate this
Agreement without penalty and have any other available relief. Failure to declare a breach on one occasion does
not act as a waiver to declare a breach on another occasion.

ARTICLE 12, AUDIT REQUIREMENTS: The Grantee agrees to provide the Principal with a copy of the
Grantee’s annual agency wide audit upon completion of this Agreement if cumulative disbursements from any
grant program administered by the Principal total $175,000 or more during the current annual state fiscal period of
July 1 —June 30. 23 lil. Adm. Code 3035.140.

ARTICLE 13, CONSULTING SERVICES: The Principal agrees to provide, from the staff so designated at the
lllinois State Library, consulting services for the Project and sufficient information to the Grantee to promote a
successful Project.

ARTICLE 14, REPORTING REQUIREMENTS: The Grantee agrees to supply the Principal with the following
reports and records: Quarterly financial reports and program progress reports are due no later than 15 days
following the end of every quarter during the term of this Agreement. Required reporting forms and instructions
will be supplied to the Grantee by the Principal in a timely fashion.

If any obligated grant funds remain at the end of the grant period, the Grantee further agrees to:

(a) Liguidate all obligated funds with all goods received within 45 days of the end of the grant period; and,

(b) File a final expenditure report showing expenditure of obligated grant funds no later than 45 days after the
end of the grant period; and,

(c) Return all unexpended obligated funds to the lllinois State Library within 45 days after the end of the grant
period.

The Grantee agrees to exercise good faith in the performance of this Agreement and to provide such additional
information as the Principal determines is necessary and appropriate for an evaluation of the success of the
Project.

ARTICLE 15, ILLINOIS GRANT FUNDS RECOVERY ACT: This Agreement is subject to the terms of the lllinois
Grant Funds Recovery Act, 30 ILCS 705/1, et seq. All funds remaining at the end of this Agreement shall be
returned to the Principal within 45 days.

ARTICLE 16, CRIMINAL BACKGROUND VERIFICATION: The Grantee acknowledges that the Principal
reserves the right to require a fingerprint criminal background verification and the Grantee, Grantee's officers,
employees or agents who would directly supervise or physically perform the grant and said persons agree to
submit to the same. Such fingerprint criminal background check may be completed by the Principal fingerprinting
the Grantee or the Grantee may submit to the Principal a report compiled by an outside entity in a format and with
information acceptable to the Principal reflecting the results of the criminal background check. Such fingerprinting
may occur prior to the effective date of this Agreement, but no later than five (5) days after the Agreement has
commenced. It is acknowledged and agreed by the Grantee that failure to submit to such fingerprint background
check may result in an immediate termination of the Agreement. Further, a criminal history report may resuit in
immediate termination of the Agreement.

MBH offers a broad range of evidence-based behavioral health services, including outpatient therapy, a
First Episode Psychosis Program, school-based mental health services, Youth Crisis Stabilization, Mobile
Crisis Response, Care Coordination, Case Management, Individual Placement and Support (IPS)
employment services, PATH housing support services, adult residential services, Community Conditional
Release Program services, and Crisis Residential services. Through multiple service entry points, MBH
reduces barriers to care and ensures timely access to treatment and support for individuals experiencing
mental health challenges, including those in crisis.

MBH maintains a strong record of regulatory compliance, quality improvement, and service excellence. In
November 2025, the organization was successfully recertified by the lllinois Bureau of Accreditation,
Licensure, and Certification (BALC) through March 2029. In February 2026, MBH completed a
reaccreditation survey with the Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities (CARF), receiving a
full three-year award.

MBH is well positioned to successfully implement and expand a co-response program with the Springfield
Fire Department because it builds upon an established service model, existing infrastructure, and proven
community partnerships. MBH partnered with the Springfield Police Department in January 2023 and has
successfully implemented a co-response model that includes mental health professionals alongside law
enforcement officers to provide individuals in the community with the support they need, when and where
they need it most.

With decades of experience providing behavioral health services, a highly qualified workforce, established
clinical and administrative systems, and strong partnerships throughout Central lllinois, MBH has the
capacity to expand services efficiently while maintaining high standards of quality and fidelity. The
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proposed project represents a strategic expansion of existing successful programs rather than the
creation of a new service line, allowing MBH to leverage proven practices, infrastructure, and community
relationships to achieve meaningful outcomes.

MBH is also a fiscally responsible organization with extensive experience managing public and private
funding sources. The agency operates on an annual budget of approximately $15 million and maintains a
stable financial position through careful stewardship of resources. Funding is supported by a diverse
portfolio that includes Medicaid, managed care organizations, private insurance, state and federal grants,
United Way, Memorial Health, and contracts with local partners. MBH has extensive expertise in fee-for-
service billing, grant administration, compliance, and financial management, ensuring accountability and
sustainability in the delivery of behavioral health services.

Scope and Methodology: Detailed approach to co-response, triage, engagement, follow-up.

Memorial Behavioral Health (MBH) has served as the State of lllinois, Department of Human Services-
designated Mobile Crisis Response provider for its service region since the inception of lllinois' Mobile
Crisis Response program in 2022. For the past four years, MBH has successfully delivered 24/7/365 crisis
response services in accordance with state requirements, providing rapid behavioral health intervention,
crisis stabilization, risk assessment, safety planning, care coordination, and linkage to community-based
services. MBH has again been selected by the State of lllinois to serve as the Mobile Crisis Response
provider for Fiscal Year 2027, demonstrating continued confidence in the organization's expertise,
performance, and capacity to deliver high-quality crisis services.

MBH has successfully implemented and expanded mobile crisis response services across its eight-county
coverage area, as well as a co-response model through its longstanding partnership with the City of
Springfield and Springfield Police Department. Utilizing crisis call data and service utilization trends, MBH
and public safety leadership collaboratively developed deployment schedules that align with periods of
highest behavioral health crisis activity. This data-driven approach has allowed the program to maximize
impact while ensuring timely access to crisis intervention services for individuals in need.

When behavioral health-related calls are received through the 911 system, dispatchers may deploy the Co-
Response (CORE) Team. The Mobile Crisis Response Team may also request CORE Team involvement
when a crisis situation is identified that may require a public safety presence. Upon arrival, the public
safety responder's primary role is to ensure the safety of all individuals on scene. This allows the mental
health clinician to focus on de-escalation, crisis intervention, assessment of behavioral health needs, safety
planning, and linkage to appropriate community-based services and supports. When further evaluation or
inpatient psychiatric treatment is necessary, the clinician coordinates the process from initial assessment
through admission, providing a warm handoff and ensuring continuity of care throughout the transition.

MBH's established co-response model is well-positioned to support the Springfield Fire Department's
BEACON (Bridging Emergency and Community Outreach Network) Project and the BOLT (BEACON
Outreach and Lifesaving Treatment) co-response unit. Consistent with the City's vision and the Community
Emergency Services and Support Act (CESSA), MBH will provide qualified behavioral health specialists to
co-respond alongside Springfield Fire Department EMS personnel to incidents involving substance use
disorders, mental health disorders, and behavioral health crises. Through this partnership, behavioral

health clinicians can be integrated into emergency response operations and paired with EMS transport
units responding to basic life support (BLS) incidents, providing immediate behavioral health expertise in
the field. This integrated approach will ensure timely activation of behavioral health personnel and
support the goals of the BEACON Project by connecting individuals in crisis to the most appropriate level
of care as early as possible in the emergency response process.

Many emergency calls involving behavioral health concerns, substance use crises, welfare checks, frequent
utilizers of emergency services, or non-emergent medical complaints are initially routed through fire and
EMS personnel. Embedding a behavioral health clinician within the BOLT co-response model allows for
real-time assessment, de-escalation, resource navigation, and diversion from unnecessary emergency
department utilization when clinically appropriate. By leveraging MBH's established Mobile Crisis
Response and co-response infrastructure, the Springfield Fire Department can expand access to
behavioral health expertise in the field, improve outcomes for individuals in crisis, and strengthen
coordination between emergency response systems and community-based care.

This integrated approach significantly improves the experience of individuals in crisis by ensuring they feel
heard, supported, and connected to appropriate services during what is often a highly stressful and
traumatic event. The co-response model allows each professional to operate within their area of expertise,
resulting in more effective interventions, improved outcomes, and more efficient use of community
resources.

Behavioral health clinicians will respond in real time to eligible behavioral health-related calls, providing
crisis assessment, stabilization, suicide risk screening, safety planning, substance use intervention, de-
escalation, and trauma-informed support. Clinicians will also offer support to family members and
bystanders affected by the crisis and facilitate connections to appropriate behavioral health, substance
use treatment, and other community-based services. Through close collaboration with Springfield Fire
Department personnel, clinicians will help identify the least restrictive and most clinically appropriate
intervention, reducing unnecessary law enforcement involvement, emergency department utilization, and
psychiatric hospitalization whenever safe and appropriate.

The program will emphasize community-based intervention by delivering immediate, in-person clinical
services during active crisis events. Clinicians will utilize evidence-based de-escalation strategies to
stabilize situations in the community whenever possible and conduct comprehensive assessments to
determine service needs, risk factors, and appropriate treatment recommendations. When a higher level
of care is required, clinicians will coordinate directly with receiving facilities to facilitate timely access to
services and ensure a smooth transition of care. Individualized safety plans will be developed to reduce
immediate risk, identify coping strategies, and connect individuals with formal and informal supports that
promote ongoing stability.

A key component of the program will be care coordination and navigation. Clinicians will provide real-time
linkage to outpatient behavioral health treatment, crisis stabilization services, substance use treatment

programs, and other community resources. Warm handoffs to service providers will be utilized whenever
possible to increase engagement and reduce barriers to care. Individuals served through the program will



also receive follow-up outreach at 24, 48, and 72 hours following the initial crisis response to assess
ongoing needs, reinforce safety planning, and support successful connection to recommended services.

Recognizing that many behavioral health crises are influenced by unmet social needs, the program will
provide short-term post-crisis follow-up and care coordination aimed at promoting long-term stabilization
and reducing repeat crisis utilization. Clinicians will work collaboratively with community partners to
address social determinants of health, including housing instability, food insecurity, transportation
barriers, and other factors that contribute to recurring emergency service use. Through this
comprehensive continuum of crisis response, stabilization, care coordination, and follow-up support, the
Mobile Crisis Co-Response Program will improve outcomes for individuals in crisis while strengthening
community-based alternatives to higher-cost emergency and institutional care.

Staffing Plan: Resumes for key personnel; coverage schedule; training plan

Memorial Behavioral Health (MBH) will dedicate one (1.0) full-time equivalent Crisis Specialist to fill the
Behavioral Health Specialist (BHS) role which will support the Springfield Fire Department Behavioral
Health Outreach and Liaison Team (BOLT) program. The assigned clinician will be an experienced
behavioral health professional who meets all applicable qualification requirements outlined in the RFP and
lllinois regulations. Candidates will possess a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree in Social Work, Psychology,
Counseling or closely related human service field from an accredited university or minimally meet the
“Mental Health Professional” designation as determined by the Department of Human Services.
Candidates may also hold licensure as a Licensed Clinical Social Worker (LCSW), Licensed Clinical
Professional Counselor (LCPC), or equivalent behavioral health credential, and/or have substance use
disorder expertise, including Certified Alcohol and Drug Counselor (CADC) certification. All staff assigned to
the program will have a minimum of two years of crisis response experience, with preference given to
individuals who have experience working in mobile crisis, emergency services, co-response, EMS, fire
service, or community behavioral health settings.

MBH will complete and maintain all required background checks, drug screenings, driving record reviews,
credential verification, and personnel compliance requirements prior to assignment. MBH will provide
reliable and safe transportation for Behavioral Health Specialists (BHS) participating in the co-response
program, ensuring their ability to respond alongside Springfield Fire Department (SFD) Rescue companies
throughout the City of Springfield. MBH maintains the necessary liability coverage, vehicle insurance, and
organizational risk management protocols to support field-based crisis response services.

To meet the RFP's minimum coverage expectations, MBH will provide a minimum of 40 hours per week of
dedicated BHS coverage. Initial scheduling will prioritize coverage during periods historically associated
with increased behavioral health-related emergency calls, with a preferred schedule of four 10-hour shifts
per week, generally aligned with the hours of 12:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday or
Tuesday through Friday. MBH recognizes that crisis response demand may fluctuate based on community
needs and seasonal trends. Therefore, staffing schedules may incorporate adjusted start times, or
alternative evidence-based scheduling models informed by call volume data and ongoing collaboration
with Springfield Fire Department leadership. The assigned BHS will remain available for real-time
deployment when BOLT responses are initiated and will strive to meet response performance
expectations, including becoming en route within five minutes of dispatch notification and arriving on
scene within fifteen minutes whenever operationally feasible.



MBH will maintain a contingency coverage structure to ensure continuity of services during periods of
planned leave, illness, training, or other staffing disruptions. Backup coverage will be provided through
qualified members of MBH's existing 24/7/365 Mobile Crisis Response team who possess the necessary
training, credentials, and crisis response experience. Support for BOLT calls will be requested as needed
by contacting the MCR line at (217) 788-7070, and the MCR team will co-respond with the BOLT team as
quickly as possible based on availability. These clinicians will be cross-trained on Springfield Fire
Department response protocols, BOLT procedures, documentation requirements, and community
resource networks to ensure seamless service delivery. MBH maintains 24 hours per day, 7 days per week,
365 days per year access to Qualified Mental Health Professionals (QMHPs) who can provide consultation,
support, and emergency backup response as needed. Staffing levels and scheduling assignments may be
adjusted based on clinician availability, program demand, and the operational needs of the broader
Mobile Crisis Response program to ensure responsive and effective service delivery.

Clinical oversight and supervision will be provided by MBH Licensed Practitioners of the Healing Arts
(LPHA) and Qualified Mental Health Professionals (QMHP) who will be responsible for ongoing supervision,
case consultation, quality assurance, and clinical guidance. The assigned BHS will participate in regular
supervision sessions, case reviews, and multidisciplinary discussions to ensure adherence to best
practices, program goals, and all applicable state and federal requirements. Program operations will
remain fully compliant with agency policies, Illinois Department of Human Services requirements, CESSA
implementation standards, confidentiality regulations, and all other relevant legislative and regulatory
requirements.

MBH is committed to providing comprehensive onboarding and ongoing professional development to
ensure staff are fully prepared to operate effectively within a fire service co-response environment. Prior
to deployment, the assigned BHS will receive orientation to Springfield Fire Department operations,
incident command structure, dispatch and communication procedures, safety protocols, field response
expectations, and interagency collaboration practices. The clinician will also receive training on local
emergency response resources, referral pathways, and community-based service networks.

In addition to orientation training, the assigned BHS will complete annual training in crisis intervention,
trauma-informed care, behavioral health de-escalation techniques, suicide risk assessment and safety
planning, and evidence-based crisis stabilization practices. Training will also include substance use
disorder assessment and intervention, motivational interviewing, cultural humility, responder safety,
documentation standards, and updates related to CESSA and other relevant state initiatives. Whenever
possible, MBH will collaborate with Springfield Fire Department personnel to participate in joint training
exercises, case reviews, and cross-disciplinary learning opportunities that strengthen team coordination
and improve outcomes for individuals experiencing behavioral health crises.

This staffing and training model leverages MBH's established mobile crisis infrastructure and clinical
expertise while providing the flexibility necessary to respond to changing community needs, maintain
service continuity, and support the successful implementation of the BOLT program.



Operational Plan: Dispatch integration, scene protocols, safety procedures, transport coordination
(non-transport role for BHS).

Memorial Behavioral Health (MBH) will implement the BEACON Outreach and Lifesaving Treatment (BOLT)
program through a collaborative operational model that integrates behavioral health expertise into
Springfield Fire Department's emergency response system. The program is designed to provide timely,
community-based behavioral health intervention while supporting fire and EMS personnel in addressing
behavioral health-related emergencies safely, effectively, and with the least restrictive level of care
appropriate to the individual's needs.

Dispatch Integration

The assigned Behavioral Health Specialist (BHS) will operate in coordination with Springfield Fire
Department dispatch procedures and established response protocols. During designated coverage hours,
the BHS will remain available for real-time deployment to eligible behavioral health-related incidents
identified through dispatch screening criteria or requested by responding Springfield Fire Department
personnel. MBH will work closely with Springfield Fire Department leadership and emergency
communications personnel to establish clear dispatch guidelines, response criteria, communication
procedures, and documentation workflows.

The BHS will maintain readiness to respond immediately upon notification and will strive to meet the
program'’s operational benchmarks of becoming en route within five minutes of dispatch and arriving on
scene within fifteen minutes whenever operationally feasible. Response activity, disposition outcomes, and
follow-up interventions will be documented in MBH's electronic health record (EHR) and incorporated into
ongoing program evaluation and performance monitoring efforts.

As call volume data become available, MBH and Springfield Fire Department will jointly review utilization
patterns and adjust deployment strategies, scheduling, and response protocols as needed to maximize
program effectiveness and ensure resources are aligned with community demand.

S Response and rational Roles

The BOLT program is structured to complement, rather than replace, the responsibilities of Springfield Fire
Department personnel. Upon arrival at an incident, Springfield Fire Department responders will maintain
primary responsibility for scene management, emergency medical assessment, and responder safety. The
Behavioral Health Specialist will serve as the subject matter expert for behavioral health assessment, crisis
intervention, de-escalation, suicide risk screening, safety planning, and service coordination.

Once the scene has been determined to be safe for engagement, the BHS will conduct an assessment of
the individual's behavioral health needs, identify immediate risks, evaluate available supports, and
determine appropriate intervention strategies. The clinician will provide trauma-informed crisis
stabilization services and work collaboratively with responders, the individual, family members, and other
involved parties to develop a plan that promotes safety and addresses the underlying causes of the crisis.




The BHS will also assist in identifying alternatives to unnecessary emergency department utilization,
hospitalization, or law enforcement involvement when clinically appropriate and consistent with public
safety considerations. Through evidence-based de-escalation and community-based intervention
strategies, the program seeks to stabilize individuals in the least restrictive setting possible while
maintaining the safety of all involved.

Safety Procedures

Safety is a foundational component of the BOLT operational model. The Behavioral Health Specialist will
operate under Springfield Fire Department scene safety procedures and will not enter a scene until it has
been deemed safe by responding personnel. Situations involving active violence, weapons, significant
safety threats, criminal activity, or other high-risk circumstances will remain under the direction of the
appropriate emergency response agency. Reports of historical violence is documented in MBH's electronic
health record and can be reviewed prior to presenting on scene.

MBH clinicians assigned to the program will receive orientation to Springfield Fire Department operational
procedures, radio communications, incident command principles, scene safety expectations, and
emergency response protocols prior to deployment. Ongoing training will include crisis intervention,
trauma-informed care, behavioral health de-escalation, suicide risk assessment, substance use crisis
response, responder safety, and other topics deemed necessary for effective operation within a fire and
EMS environment.

Clinical staff will have access to routine supervision from an MBH Licensed Practitioner of the Healing Arts
(LPHA) and 24/7/365 consultation from Qualified Mental Health Professionals (QMHPs) to support clinical
decision-making and ensure adherence to best practices and program standards.

Additionally, all BTS clinicians are issued a personal safety device upon hire with MBH. The POM Safe
system is designed to enhance field-based safety by enabling staff to rapidly and discreetly alert
emergency services during a safety concern. In addition to emergency alerting, the system provides an
auto-generated phone call feature that allows clinicians to create a supported exit from potentially unsafe
or uncomfortable situations. This added layer of protection helps staff disengage from encounters while
maintaining personal safety and professional boundaries. The platform also includes supervisor
notification capabilities, allowing leadership to view a clinician’s location when an alert is activated, thereby
supporting rapid response, coordination, and staff well-being during fieldwork activities.

Transport Coordination and Care Transitions

The Behavioral Health Specialist will function in a non-transport role and will not provide medical
transportation services. Springfield Fire Department EMS personnel will retain responsibility for
determining medical transport needs and facilitating transportation when indicated.

When a higher level of behavioral health care is required, the BHS will coordinate closely with EMS
personnel, receiving facilities, crisis stabilization programs, hospitals, and community providers to facilitate
appropriate placement and continuity of care. The clinician will assist with behavioral health assessments,



communication of clinical findings, referral coordination, safety planning, and warm handoffs to receiving
providers whenever possible.

For individuals who can be safely served in the community, the BHS will facilitate direct connections to
outpatient behavioral health services, substance use treatment programs, crisis stabilization services,
primary care providers, and other community resources. Individualized safety plans will be developed to
address immediate risks and identify supports, coping strategies, and follow-up recommendations.

Following the initial response, the BHS will conduct follow-up outreach at 24, 48, and 72 hours, to assess
ongoing needs, reinforce safety planning, support engagement with recommended services, and reduce
the likelihood of repeat crisis utilization. Additional care coordination activities may include collaboration
with housing providers, healthcare organizations, social service agencies, schools, recovery support
organizations, and other community partners that address social determinants of health contributing to
recurring crises.

Through this integrated operational model, MBH and Springfield Fire Department will provide a
coordinated, clinically informed response that improves access to behavioral health care, strengthens
community-based crisis intervention, enhances responder effectiveness, and promotes safer, more
appropriate outcomes for individuals experiencing behavioral health emergencies.

Technology and Data Plan (Including ESO Technology): ESO integration, reporting formats, security

Memorial Behavioral Health (MBH) maintains a comprehensive technology, data management, and quality
improvement infrastructure that will support the successful implementation, monitoring, and evaluation
of the BEACON Outreach and Lifesaving Treatment (BOLT) program in partnership with the Springfield Fire
Department (SFD). MBH has extensive experience collecting, managing, analyzing, and reporting
programmatic and financial data across multiple state and federally funded initiatives and is well
positioned to meet all reporting, performance measurement, and data-sharing requirements associated
with the BOLT program.

MBH utilizes the EchoVantage electronic health record (EHR) system to document client encounters,
service delivery activities, assessments, referrals, follow-up contacts, and clinical outcomes. EchoVantage
provides secure, timely, and auditable documentation and reporting capabilities that support both
operational management and program evaluation. All BOLT-related clinical services provided by MBH staff
will be documented within EchoVantage in accordance with organizational policies, state regulations, and
applicable privacy requirements.

MBH understands that Springfield Fire Department utilizes ESO as its Health Management Information
System (HMIS) and will provide access to SFD electronic health records associated with calls receiving a
BOLT response. MBH will work collaboratively with SFD leadership, administration, and information
technology personnel to establish efficient workflows for data collection, documentation, information
sharing, and performance reporting. This collaboration will ensure that behavioral health response data
can be coordinated with operational and EMS response information while maintaining compliance with all
applicable confidentiality, privacy, and security requirements.
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As part of the BOLT program, MBH will collect and report statistical information related to all behavioral
health co-response encounters. Data elements may include demographic information, presenting
concerns, available behavioral health and medical history, assessment findings, diagnoses when
applicable, services provided, referrals made, disposition outcomes, follow-up activities, and engagement
with recommended services. MBH will also analyze aggregate trend data to assist SFD in identifying service
utilization patterns, peak demand periods, repeat utilizers, service gaps, and opportunities to optimize
dispatch protocols and resource allocation.

MBH is prepared to provide the reporting cadence outlined by SFD. Monthly reports will include response
volume, response times, on-scene activities, disposition outcomes, repeat caller data, and barriers
encountered during service delivery. Quarterly performance dashboards will include outcome measures
such as successful linkages to services, engagement rates at seven and thirty days following contact, equity
indicators examining access to services across demographic groups, and any identified safety events or
operational concerns. An annual program summary will be prepared to support BEACON Project reporting
requirements and City Council updates and will include trend analyses, outcome summaries,
recommendations for program enhancements, and opportunities for system improvement.

MBH's established Quality Improvement System will provide ongoing oversight of program performance
through routine data monitoring, trend analysis, and outcome measurement. Data collected through the
BOLT program will be reviewed regularly by clinical supervisors, program leadership, quality improvement
staff, and administrative leadership to assess program effectiveness, monitor response performance,
identify service gaps, and guide continuous quality improvement efforts. Internal dashboards and
standardized reporting tools will support timely access to meaningful performance data and facilitate
data-driven decision-making.

The organization's Administrative Operations, Compliance, and Quality Improvement departments provide
additional oversight through routine chart audits, documentation reviews, service verification processes,
and data validation activities. These established quality assurance procedures ensure the accuracy,
completeness, and consistency of all reported data elements. Client satisfaction feedback, stakeholder
input, service utilization patterns, and community partner feedback will also be incorporated into ongoing
program evaluation efforts to provide both quantitative and qualitative measures of program success.

MBH is committed to maintaining secure and appropriate information-sharing practices. If vendor HMIS
access is required to support coordinated service delivery, MBH will work with SFD to establish secure
access protocols for designated Springfield Fire Department rescue personnel and administrative staff,
consistent with applicable privacy laws, organizational policies, and data-sharing agreements. All data
exchange processes will be governed by formal policies and procedures that define authorized access,
permissible use, documentation standards, retention requirements, and security safeguards.

MBH is prepared to execute a contract which outlines any required data-sharing agreements with the
Springfield Fire Department to support the secure exchange of protected information. The organization
utilizes encryption for electronic data, role-based access controls, audit trail monitoring, and other
administrative, technical, and physical safeguards designed to protect sensitive information. MBH will also
support records management and public records processes consistent with lllinois Freedom of




Information Act (FOIA) requirements to the extent that is allowed by MBH regulatory bodies, applicable
laws, contracts, and agency policies, while ensuring that protected health information and other
confidential records remain appropriately safeguarded from unauthorized disclosure. Mental health
records are strictly protected from disclosure under the lllinois Mental Health and Developmental
Disabilities Confidentiality Act (MHDDCA). This statute operates independently of FOIA and dictates that
all records and communications related to mental health services are confidential. Under Section 7 of the
llinois FOIA (5 ILCS 140/7), records that are specifically prohibited from disclosure by federal or state law
are exempt from public release. In addition, MBH complies with all applicable federal, state, and local
nondiscrimination and accessibility requirements, and will ensure equitable access to services for all
individuals served through the BOLT program.

Data security and confidentiality are fundamental components of MBH's technology infrastructure. All
client information is maintained within secure electronic systems utilizing role-based access controls,
password protection, encrypted data transmission, audit tracking, and other safeguards designed to
protect sensitive information. MBH maintains policies and procedures that ensure compliance with HIPAA,
applicable lllinois confidentiality laws, and all organizational privacy and security standards. Staff assigned
to the BOLT program receive ongoing training regarding confidentiality requirements, secure
documentation practices, information sharing protocols, and cybersecurity expectations.

MBH also maintains a strong organizational capacity to support reporting and evaluation activities. A
dedicated Grant Coordinator oversees grant-related reporting requirements, data collection timelines, and
compliance monitoring. This role is supported by finance leadership, quality improvement personne|,
program managers, and clinical supervisors who collectively ensure accurate, timely, and validated
reporting. Established workflows for data extraction, review, quality assurance, and approval are already
embedded within organizational operations, allowing MBH to consistently meet monthly, quarterly,
annual, and ad hoc reporting requirements.

Through this integrated technology and data management approach, MBH will provide Springfield Fire
Department with reliable operational and outcome data, secure information-sharing processes,
meaningful performance measurement, and actionable recommendations that support program
evaluation and continuous improvement. The combination of MBH's established clinical documentation
infrastructure and SFD's ESO platform will create a strong foundation for accountability, transparency, and
data-driven decision-making while ensuring the highest standards of confidentiality and information
security.

Community Partnerships (Existing or proposed): Letters/MOUs and referral pathways

Memorial Behavioral Health (MBH) recognizes that effective crisis intervention extends beyond the
immediate emergency response and requires strong partnerships across healthcare, behavioral health,
public safety, and social service systems. The success of the proposed BEACON Outreach and Lifesaving
Treatment (BOLT) partnership with the Springfield Fire Department will be supported by MBH's extensive
network of community relationships and established referral pathways designed to connect individuals in
crisis with ongoing services and supports that address both behavioral health needs and the social
determinants of health.



MBH has a long history of collaboration with healthcare providers, emergency responders, behavioral
health organizations, educational institutions, social service agencies, and community-based organizations
throughout Central lllinois. These partnerships create a comprehensive continuum of care that allows
individuals encountered through the BOLT program to access appropriate follow-up services, reducing
repeat crisis utilization and improving long-term stability and recovery outcomes.

As part of the proposed program, MBH will establish and/or maintain formal partnership agreements,
memoranda of understanding (MOUs), and letters of support, as appropriate, with the Springfield Fire
Department and other key stakeholders involved in crisis response and care coordination. These
agreements will outline referral processes, communication protocols, information-sharing practices
consistent with applicable privacy regulations, and collaborative responsibilities to ensure seamless
service delivery and continuity of care.

MBH leadership actively participates in numerous local and regional committees, coalitions, and planning
councils that bring together representatives from behavioral health, healthcare, emergency medical
services, law enforcement, emergency communications centers, education systems, and community
organizations. These collaborative forums provide ongoing opportunities to identify service gaps,
coordinate resources, strengthen referral networks, and improve crisis response systems. Through these
established relationships, MBH is well-positioned to integrate the BOLT program into existing community
response frameworks and ensure efficient coordination among providers and stakeholders.

Referral pathways for the BOLT program will include direct linkage to outpatient behavioral health
treatment, psychiatric services, crisis stabilization programs, substance use disorder treatment and
recovery services, primary care providers, hospital-based services, and community support programs.
When individuals require a higher level of care, MBH clinicians will coordinate directly with receiving
facilities to facilitate timely access and ensure smooth transitions between levels of service. Warm
handoffs will be utilized whenever possible to increase engagement and reduce barriers to accessing
recommended care.

Recognizing that many behavioral health crises are influenced by unmet social needs, MBH will also
maintain referral pathways to organizations that address housing instability, food insecurity,
transportation barriers, employment needs, educational supports, and other social determinants of
health. Through these partnerships, individuals served by the BOLT program will have access not only to
crisis intervention services but also to the resources necessary to support long-term recovery and
community stability.

The implementation of lllinois' Community Emergency Services and Support Act (CESSA) further
strengthens opportunities for collaboration and community engagement. MBH's Senior Director serves as
the CESSA Co-chair for Regional Advisory Committee #3, thus actively participates in regional CESSA
planning efforts and Sub-Regional Committee meetings, which include representatives from emergency
communications centers, healthcare systems, behavioral health providers, law enforcement agencies, fire
and EMS departments, and community organizations. These established collaborative structures provide
an effective mechanism for educating stakeholders about the BOLT program, strengthening referral



pathways, coordinating crisis response activities, and ensuring awareness of available services throughout
the community.

Community outreach and education will serve as additional components of partnership development and
program sustainability. MBH will work with Springfield Fire Department and community partners to
promote awareness of the BOLT program through educational presentations, stakeholder meetings,
community events, healthcare providers, schools, social service agencies, and other high-impact
community settings. Information regarding available crisis services and referral options will also be
disseminated through digital communications, social media platforms, organizational websites, electronic
newsletters, and local media outlets as appropriate.

Through these formal and informal partnerships, established referral pathways, and ongoing community
engagement efforts, MBH will ensure that individuals served through the Springfield Fire Department
BOLT program have timely access to a coordinated network of behavioral health, healthcare, and
community-based services. This integrated approach will support crisis stabilization, reduce unnecessary
emergency service utilization, strengthen continuity of care, and improve outcomes for individuals
experiencing behavioral health crises.
